DRAFT GRANTEE DEFINITIONS
Local Education Agencies are publicly funded entities designated to administer and provide primary and secondary education instruction and services within a city, county, school district, township or region. 

Not for Profits

Community-based Organizations (CBOs) are public or private nonprofit organizations that are representative of a community or significant segments of a community and often provide educational and various support services to individuals in the community

Faith-based Organizations (FBOs) are non-profit organizations associated with a faith community or multiple faith ministries. 
Institutions of Higher Education

Two Year Colleges include both Community Colleges and Technical Colleges. Community Colleges offer a broad array of education and training opportunities. Non-credit programs prepare adults for entry into post-secondary education through developmental courses. Community colleges typically provide 2-year credit programs that are acceptable for full credit toward a bachelor’s degree. Community colleges also offer skill development courses for entering and advancing in the workforce and to support of lifelong learning. Tribally controlled colleges or universities are included in this category. 

Technical Colleges offer a sequence of courses that provide individuals with the academic and technical knowledge and skills that individuals need to prepare for further education and for careers (other than careers requiring a baccalaureate, master’s, or doctoral degree) in current or emerging employment sectors. Technical colleges often offer competency-based applied learning that contributes to academic knowledge, higher-order reasoning and problem-solving skills, work attitudes, general employability skills, technical skills, and occupation-specific skills, of an individual. 

Four Year Colleges (and Universities) provide post-secondary credit-bearing coursework leading towards bachelor’s degrees, or masters and doctorates degrees at universities. Four year institutions may also offer specialized certificates, licensures, and lifelong learning institutes.

Libraries are state and community funded institutions that offer education and community services in addition to providing access to print, audio-visual and technology resources.

Correctional Institutions include prisons and jails where criminal offenders are detained. Jails are local correctional facilities for criminal offenders being detained for trial and sentencing, or for an indefinite period of time. Prisons are state or federally run institutions for criminal offenders who have been sentenced. Other correctional facilities include reformatories, detention centers, work farms, criminal rehabilitation sites or halfway houses.

Non-Correctional Institutions include any medical or special institution not designed for criminal offenders.

All Other Agencies include other public (federal, state, local) agencies not listed in the categories above.
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
