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Each of the three adult education areas, ABE, ASE and ESL, is composed of educational levels ranging from beginner classes to more advanced classes. When students achieve sufficient skills in one level, they complete the level and can advance to the next level.  In PY 2004, the number of students who completed one or more levels in any area was XXXX.  Twenty-six percent of ABE students completed one or more levels, which exceeded the average for similar programs (25%), the state average (18%), and the state standard (20%).  The percent of students completing one or more levels in ASE also was higher than the state percent (21%) and the state standard (19%).

Fifteen percent of students entered postsecondary, which met the state standard and exceeded the state average by four percentage points.
