      Sandhills Community College provides instruction in Adult Basic Education (ABE), Compensatory Education (CED), English as a Second Language (ESL), General Educational Development (GED), and Adult High School (AHS) for adults age 16 and older and out of school who lack basic literacy and English language skills in Moore and Hoke counties.  This Basic Skills Report describes Sandhill’s Basic Skills students, their participation in instruction, and their achievements in increasing literacy skills, improving employment, entering postsecondary education, and obtaining a secondary credential.  Sandhills has exceeded all state averages except ABE level completion and Entered Postsecondary School, but they have made progress in both areas each year.

	Each of the three adult education areas, ABE, ASE and ESL, is composed of educational levels ranging from beginner classes to more advanced classes.  When students achieve sufficient skills in one level, they complete the level and can advance to the next level.  Sandhills CC continues to improve in the percentage of students who complete a level within the year.  Due to various economic difficulties in the state (plant closings, massive lay-offs, etc.), employment statewide has decreased.  As a result of decreased employment, enrollment in educational institutions has increased.
